FORMAT:   
Caroline Rider will be the instructor at each clinic.  No more than 8 participants within each 
clinic with their horses. Caroline Rider Horsemanship will take the first 8 students to register 
and pay the deposit for each clinic. There will be a waiting list after the participant spots are 
booked. If there is a cancellation of one of the 8 participant spots we will contact the names on 
the waiting list. If you are contacted to fill a spot we will require a non-refundable deposit of half 
the clinic price to confirm your participation in the clinic. 

Caroline pays individual attention to each and every participant in her clinic. If an apprentice is 
available, they will accompany Caroline to all 2008 Horsemanship Clinics. This is to ensure that 
in addition to direct group and one-on-one instruction directly from Caroline, owners can 
always be assured of help when they need it most.  

 Clinics begin promptly at 9:00am and end around 4:00pm, with a 1-hour lunch break.  
The actual progress depends on the participants and their horses. CarolineÕs ultimate goal is to 
help each participant: 

1. Gain a better understanding of their horse through education &  insights into equine 
behavior. 

2. Incorporate that knowledge with newly acquired skill sets, or techniques, learned. 
3. Create a more fulfilling and rewarding relationship with their horse. 

 
Both English and Western riders are welcome and will both benefit from the information and 
exercises learned, with each clinic being geared toward developing a strong foundation for the 
everyday horseman. 
 
COST: $750.00 per participant, per horse 
 
DEPOSITS AND FINAL PAYMENT: 
To confirm your participation 50% of the clinic fee is due upon registration, with signed 
paperwork and forms. The deposit is NON REFUNDABLE. The deposit will be held in the 
event you cancel or do not show up for the clinic. The clinics have very limited participation and 
the spots fill quickly. Please be sure you are willing to commit to attending the clinic. Payment 
can be made by check, or money order.

CLINIC OBSERVERS/AUDITORS: 
The cost to observe is $25.00 per day prepaid. Children 12 &  under are free. Seating may be 
limited at select clinics. Please note - we may ask observers to bring lawn chairs at these clinics. 
 
Observers are asked to reserve ALL questions for after the clinic. Training products, DVD's and 
clothing will be for sale at each clinic.

GENERAL INFORMATION: 
> Personal lodging and food is not included in the clinic fee. You can contact our lovely, historic 
hotel here in Whitehaven, MD for lodging accommodations: www.whitehavenhotel.com.  
> Unless it is a Colt-starting clinic, ALL horses need at least 60 rides to enter a riding clinic.  
> Stallions are NOT allowed in the clinic.. 
> Each participant can bring one horse to the clinic. There will be one stall per participant 
provided by the host facility. Your stall fee is paid for, you DO NOT need to pay the facility for 
the stall upon your arrival. Stall cleaning is the responsibility of the participant. Please keep in 
mind that it is your responsibility to keep your area and the entire training grounds neat and 
clean while you are at the host facility. Please take it upon yourself to be thoughtful of the 
students that will be attending with you. Keep in mind to be respectful of other horses and 
people, we wish for all of you to greatly benefit from your experience at RiderÕs Crossing, 
Natural Horsemanship Facility. 
> You must have current health papers showing immunizations or a current veterinarian's health 
certificate, and a negative coggins test. Please bring a COPY of this paperwork with you. 
> It is understood that due to the nature of horse training and handling in general, accidents can 
occur. You are advised to wear a protective helmet for your safety. You should wear appropriate 
riding footwear, no flip flops, hiking boots, tennis shoes, etc. 
>  If the participant/horse is not able to complete the clinic there will be no refunds. 
> Participants must be 18 years or older. 
> All requirements must be met in order to participate in a Caroline Rider, Natural 
Horsemanship clinic. 
 
CANCELLATION: 
$100.00 of the deposit is non-refundable. The remaining amount paid is refundable if the spot 
can be filled by another participant.
